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NEWCASTLE WEST STATION

The station at Newcastle West was essential to the
establishment of the Limerick to Tralee railway,
connecting Limerick City to the largest market town in
the county.

The line was built In sections from the 1850's to 1880,
starting with Limerick to Ballingrane in 1856. It was
extended to Rathkeale and Newcastle West in 1867.

Surrounded by farmland, Newcastle West Station

was essential to the development of Limerick’s dairy
industry, and the growing economy that resulted helped
shape Newcastle West into the thriving town it is to
this day.

The station was active throughout the lifetime of the.
Limerick to Tralee train service, even as other stations
were downgraded or closed. It finally closed itself in
1975.

Over its century of operation, the station was regularly
updated and expanded to adapt to the evolving
Limerick to Kerry route.

Newcastle West was the terminus of the line until

the next extension, which was completed in 1880 and
linked Limerick to Tralee, Co. Kerry.

The extension from Newcastle West was difficult due to
the uneven terrain in the area.

Anytime the steep section between.Bamagh and
Newcastle West was in use, a track in Newcastle West
station had to be kept clear in case of a runaway train
That rule was tested during the lrish Civil War, when a
train was set alight and sent hurtling towards Newcastle
West

THE CIVIL WAR AND
THE BURNING TRAIN

Limerick was a hotspot for activity during the War of
Independence (1919-1921), when Ireland rebelled against
British rule, and the subsequent Civil War (1922-1923), as

opposing sides battled over the creation of a new state. _OURTESY
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In 1923, anti-government forces seized a train at
Barnagh, forced passengers off, and set it alight before
releasing the brakes.

The burning trail barrelled down the steep hill all the
way to Newcastle West, where It crashed into the back
of houses on Bishop Street.

Amazingly, there were no human casualties, though a
number of pigs in the cargo trains were killed.
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
